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4. Japanese Language Courses

The College of Cross-Cultural and Multidisciplinary Studies offers the following classes related to the Japanese

language and Japanese studies for international students and researchers at Kumamoto University.

For details, please refer to the “Japanese Classes in spring (fall) term” in the International Student Office or

webpage.

Japanese Language classes (General Education classes)
Undergraduate students, students in the Short-Term Exchange Program and students in the Japanese Studies
Program may enroll in most of these classes for academic credits. Other international students and also

researchers may also enroll in classes without receiving academic credits.

Intensive Japanese course

This is Japanese classes for the “Intensive Japanese course for Japanese Government Scholarship students”,
“Teacher-Training Students”, and “Undergraduate Students in the Japan - Korea Joint Exchange Program in
Science and Engineering”. Other international students and researchers cannot enroll in this course. However,

graduate students with Japanese level 1 or 2 who wish to work or study in Japan in future may be permitted.

Japanese Language Course for Beginners
This course is for international students and researchers of Kumamoto University and their spouses to learn basic
Japanese necessary to live in Japan. No academic credit offer.

Students who want to take Japanese language classes are required to take the orientation and the Japanese

Language Placement Test. Check the schedule and application process at the orientation and also refer to the

“Japanese Classes in spring (fall) term”, available at International Student Office.

International students who consider to find employment in Japan in the future

Most Japanese companies require Japanese language skills, Japanese-Language Proficiency Test (JLPT) N1 or

higher. If you are considering to find employment in Japan, you better plan to improve your Japanese skills in

advance.
