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5. Procedures for Entering and Residing in Japan

When you enter Japan

Once you enter Japan, you are international students. Do not forget that you are in a country different from your
own, and be sure to carry your passport and residence card with you. These are important items which prove your
identity.

When you arrive in Kumamoto

After you have arrived in Kumamoto, you need to notify your arrival to the office of the department and/or laboratory
that you belong to. Then, you will move to the International House or your apartment by a taxi arranged by
Kumamoto University. Those who live in the International House, please confirm the schedule of orientation. If you
have enough time on the arrival day, your tutor will guide you the area around the International House, such as
stores, bus stops, etc.

After your arrival

On the day or next day of your arrival, you may have various orientations, including the Japanese class orientation,
your department’s orientation, and the living orientation for new international students. Be sure to confirm the
schedule given by the academic affairs office or the International Student Office. Also, please carry out the

following procedures for staying in Japan.
