v English language proficiency equal to or greater
than IELTS level 5 (English Course only)

v Japanese language proficiency equal to or greater
than JLPT N3 (Japanese Course only).

v You are ineligible if you have previously attended a
summer or spring program at Kumamoto University

Participation Fee

Participation Fee: 100,000 Japanese Yen

X Does not include the cost of transportation to or
from Japan, the cost of transportation within Japan, the
cost of most meals (other than breakfast) during the
program, or bank transfer fees.

* Program fees do not cover travelers insurance for
participants. Students must purchase their own
travelers insurance before arriving in Japan.
